Thanks to all who have participated and will participate in the summer 
choir. Whether you sang once, or many times, your contribution to the 
music in the service is appreciated and welcomed. We will have one more 
'full' summer choir singing for the service on Sunday, August 28. 
 
On Sunday September 4 we will have a summer choir consisting of only 
high voices, sopranos and altos. On Sunday September 11 we will have a 
summer choir consisting of only low voices, tenors and basses. If your 
voice fits in the range of the chosen voice parts for that day, please join 
us at 9:30am for a rehearsal preceding the service. 
 
The formal choir season starts with a Thursday evening rehearsal on Sep-
tember 15 from 7:30pm to 9:00pm. We will start singing for the Sunday 
service the following Sunday, September 18, coinciding with "Moving 
Forward Sunday.” 
 
I will have an exact schedule on that first rehearsal, but for those who 
have not sung in the choir: we will have rehearsals every Thursday from 
7:30-9:00pm, except for Thanksgiving Day. We will sing for every Sunday 
service, and for special services such as Advent Lessons and Carols, 
which will take place on Advent I, Sunday November 27, 4:30pm, and 
Christmas Eve, December 24, 9pm.
